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IMPORTANT! Any instal lat ion operation shall  be carried out 
by a suitably trained staff ,  fol lowing carefully the informa-
t ion given in this manual.

Check the packaging at  the recept ion of  the goods and ver i fy 
that  the device has not been damaged dur ing t ransport  or  sto-
rage operat ions.  Make sure you receive al l  the com- ponents. 
Ask the manufacturer for  any possible missing component. 

The hose reel  can be at tached to an Autonomy chassis or to the 
vehic le of  your choice.  I t  is  possible to f ix  the hose guide arm 
in three di fferent posi t ions to faci l i tate the use (see posi t ion. . ) .

I f  the reel  is  mounted with the swivel  arm, be sure to hold the 
reel  dur ing t ransport .  Movement of  the reel  dur ing t ransport  can 
destroy the reel  and damage the vehic le. 

WARNING! The manufacturer declines any responsibil i ty for 
injuries to people or damages to things caused by a wrong 
as- sembly of the hose reel.
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INSTALLATION

 

 

Before putting into operation:

• 	 Check that the operat ing pressure is less than 4 bar.
• 	 Check the presence and operat ion of  the pressure regulator to avoid accidental 

hose bursts.
• 	 Make sure that the operators are t ra ined to use the reel .

Your hose reel  is  equipped with a 15 meter hose that compl ies wi th the DIN EN 16436-
2 standard al lowing the use of  propane, butane and natural  gas.  We remind you that 
the Ripagreen lances work only wi th propane gas. I t  is  equipped with 3/8 G f i t t ings for 
connect ion to our range of  equipment.  Final ly,  a 2 meter long hose equipped with 3/8 G 
f i t t ings wi l l  a l low you to connect to your instal lat ion (gas bott le or network).
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MAINTENANCE

IMPORTANT: Any maintenance operation shall  be carried out by a suitably trained 
staff ,  fol lowing carefully the information given in this manual.  En- sure that there 
is no tension in the spring before start ing any operations inside the hose reel.

Before start ing any operat ion in the reel : 

1/  turn off  the supply of  gas.
2/  take out the hose stop and release slowly the hose so that the spr ing is fu l ly  un-
loaded. 
3/  Replace the f lexible hose as soon as i t  shows any sign of  wear and tear or of  dete-
r iorat ion due to the di fferent condi t ions of  the labour environment.
4/  Check per iodical ly the correct  operat ion of  the hose reel  and the absence of  any gas 
losses from the couplers and the swivel  jo ints.  Replace the seal  inside the revolv ing 
jo int  in case of  losses due to wear and tear.
5/  Any replacement of  hose reel  parts has to be done using or ig inal  spare parts.  We 
advise you to contact  the manufacturer for  any possible anomaly and before replacing 
any part .  Af ter  every maintenance operat ion,  put again the eventual  supports.

ATTENTION : Risk of explosion! Do not lubricate the swivel joints and the seals 
for Gas with oil  and grease. Use lubricant (BAM) approved only.

During maintenance operations, never put your hands in the drum when the spring 
is loaded.

OPERATION

OPERATION OF THE RATCHET

Unwind the hose, the pawl passes over a toothed sector,  generat ing a character ist ic 
noise.  The stop pawl operates on an area corresponding to 1/3 of  a turn of  the drum. 
 
In th is posi t ion,  the hose can be released, the pawl is engaged. 
 
To disengage i t ,  pul l  the hose unt i l  i t  is  completely rewound. Never let  go of  the hose 
outside the toothed area. I t  is  important to always hold the hose when rewinding 
to avoid possible in jury or damage to the connected device or surrounding objects. 
 
Turn off  the power supply at  the end of  the ser-
v ice and when the reel  is  not used for more than 30 minutes. 
The reel  cannot be used in potent ia l ly  explosive atmospheres (ATEX).
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REPLACEMENT OF THE HOSE

The hose must always be replaced with an or ig inal  hose ordered from an author ized 
distr ibutor. 

To change the hose, please fol low the steps below:

 

 

11.1) Remove the hose rubber stopper and release the hose 
slowly unt i l  the spr ing is completely unloaded.

11.2) Loosen the swivel  jo int .

11.3) Loosen the screws of  the spr ing l ikage shaft .

11.4) Disassemble the opening on the spr ing s ide and 
unwind completely the hose from the drum.

11.5) Take out the drum, unscrew the internal  f i t t ing wi th 
the sui table wrench and mount the new hose.

11.6) Assemble again the hose reel ,  by fo l lowing the above 
steps in reverse order.  I f  that  is  the case, grease the sup-
ports and the ratchet hook.

11.7) Go on as indicated at  point  7.2  by rotate manual ly the drum in order to rewind 
completely the hose. 7.3) Hold the hose-end and rotate the drum 9 turns in the op- 
posi te direct ion to pre- load the spr ing.  Insert  again the hose-end between the guide 
rol lers.  7.4) Put the hose rubber stopper at  the desired length.

Unwind the hose and rewind i t  completely,  to check i f  the hose reel  works proper ly.
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REPLACEMENT OF THE SPRING

The spr ing which al lows to rewind the hose is placed inside a proper housing centre 
which is jo int  to the drum.

WARNING! The disassembly of the spring is only permitted to the staff  au- tho -
rized and suitably trained by the manufacturer.  Handle with the greatest care the 
spring.

 

12.1) Make sure that the rewinding sys-
tem is to-  ta l ly  unloaded and that the 
drum is f ree (see point  11.1)

12.2) Loosen the swivel  jo int .

12.3) Loosen the two screws of  the   
spr ing   l inka- ge shaft  by a 10 mm 
wrench (see point  11.3).

12.4) 12.4)   Disassemble the opening 
on the spr ing s ide by a 10 mm wrench 
and take out the drum.

12.5) Take out the shaft  f rom the spr ing 
housing.

12.6) Li f t  the tangs on the drum by a 
screwdriver and rotate the spr ing hou-
sing centre in order to release i t  f rom 
the drum.

12.7) Turn upside down the drum and 
take out the spr ing housing   cen- t re 
paying the greatest  care so that the 
spr ing does not go out of  i t .

12.8) Insert  and hook the shaft  into the 
new spr ing housing centre.  Lubr icate 
the	 spr ing and the shaft .

12.9) Put the drum straight and place 
the new spr ing housing centre wi th the 
utmost care.  Block the tangs.

12.10) Assemble al l  the parts and go on 
as indicated at  point  7.2 of  the chap- ter 
«Mount ing of  the hose»
